Academy Awards Final for IB-Prep English 10 – American Literature
This year you have had an opportunity to read some of the best classic literature America has to offer. As a final exam, you will use what you have learned about the characteristics and components of good literature to evaluate the works studied according to more “popular” criteria: The Academy Awards!

INSTRUCTIONS:
In groups of 3, create an award presentation for your selected category.  All 3 members must each show evidence of research and have equal speaking parts. First, define the category including any considerations necessary to present a rational for your choice.  Next, decide on your 4 literary nominees.  For each, prepare your own version of “film clips” (without the film) including work and author, reasons for nomination, and a passage which illustrates the category.  You need to supply any background or necessary information to make your nominees and rationales clear. This will be the basis for your oral presentation. In addition, each member must submit a copy (must be word processed) of his or her own written preparation for the group presentation. 

Then, select the winner of the category and explain why.  Finally, you must create an appropriate award to represent your selected category winner.
